MacPherson Mission Update 
Our New Home in Irente 

We arrived in Irente yesterday afternoon (November 26) at about 3 P.M.  Our little house is very nice. We 
have two bedrooms, a sitting room, bathroom, and kitchen. The garden out front is very beautiful, with 
calla lilies and other flowers and plants I do not know. Out back there is a vegetable garden with cabbages, 
corn, beans, bananas and my favorite vegetable name, pilipili hoho which is the name for green peppers. 
We are on a mountain and had forgotten how far up we drove last time. It is so beautiful here. We will be 
traveling to Tanga one day this week to buy some things for the house that we need and hope to stop at 
Kana Lutheran Parish when there. People here couldnôt be more kind or gracious to us. They brought us 
our dinner last night and breakfast this morning.  

Yesterday afternoon we visited the Childrenôs Home before we unpacked and met some of the young 
women we will be teaching along with some really beautiful children. There is one girl who is 5 or 6 years 
old, but all of the rest are under 3. There are also three infants, but we did not see them.  When Tom intro-
duced himself to the girls they all giggled.  ñJina langu ni Tom.ò  In Kiswahilli, the word tamu means sweet. 

We were especially glad to see Hawa again. Many of you have heard of Hawa, who has lived at the home 
since she was a baby. She is now 38 years old. In spite of her limitations she meets and greets everyone. She 
loves to hold hands and is happy to hold and feed babies. 

This  morning  we were picked up by Godfrey the driver and taken to Cathedral Church for the late service. 
The first Sunday of Advent is a time when they celebrate the women of the church. The womenôs choir 
processed in carrying a palm frond and branch of bougavilla. They were all wearing white blouses and beau-
tiful blue kangas patterned with the Luther Seal with the words, ñWanawake ELCTò and ñWomen of 
ELCTò on them. While we did not understand the words of the hymn, we did recognize ñHosanna.ò The 
music between the verses was ñLift High the Cross.ò There were two other choirs and each choir sang two or 
three anthems.  The movements that they do throughout each one would certainly be an aerobic workout 
for most of us. 

We recognized the cadence of the Apostleôs Creed and also Bwaba Yetu é The Lordôs Prayer. The Gospel 
may have been Jesus blessing the children, because we heard the words, ñwatoto and motto,ò children and 
child. While the sermon, prayers, and announcements went right over our heads, the sound of the hymns 
and choir anthems filled our hearts with the love for Mungu, God. 

This week we will go to the diocese office for orientation. We will also meet with the director of the home 
to find out what she has planned for us. We look forward to the challenges ahead.

How to Have a ñGreenò Christmas 
 
Here are some ideas to help celebrate the season while caring for the earth. 

  
Buy Less  
Some holiday gifts fill a practical need and need to be bought new. But many gifts are really 
gestures of thoughtfulness. You can give more while spending less. 

  
Buy Smart - think 'green' 
 Å look for locally made gifts - many gifts in today's marketplace come from halfway 
 around the world, and the impact of transportation contributes significantly to green
 house emissions and global warming. Local craft fairs and artisan shops are a good 
 source for gifts that come without the added costs of transportation.  
 Å choose gifts made from recycled sources - many individuals and small businesses 
 have developed great products using recycled materials. Supporting these businesses 
 helps reduce the waste stream while promoting the concept of making best use of a
 valuable material. 

 Å give 'battery-free' gifts - According to the EPA, about 40% of all battery sales occur 
 during the holiday season. Discarded batteries are an environmental hazard. Even re-
 chargeable batteries find their way into the waste stream eventually.  
 Å look for toys that promote peace - there is too much violence in the world, and the 
 new wave of video games for children is disturbing. Remember the theme of Christmas 
 is "Peace on Earth". There are many toys and games that are fun, and nurture childrenôs 
 creativity and sense of active play.  
 Å 're-gifting' is OK - there is much discussion about etiquette behind the trend to 're-
 gift', that is, to pass on a gift you received but do not need. What's to discuss? Re-gifting 
 makes perfect sense. If you receive something you really don't need, look for 
 ways you can reuse this gift by passing it on to someone who can use it. Of course, re-
 gifting needs to be done with care so as not to offend the original giver, but keeping a 
 gift you don't need is wasteful.  A great way to teach children the spirit of giving (and 
 simplifying) during the holidays is to ask them to pick 3 toys that they don't play with 
 very much and donate them to a homeless shelter or domestic violence shelter.
